We ourselves are Jews by birth and not Gentile sinners; 16 yet we know that a person is not justified 

by works of the law but through faith  in Jesus Christ, so we also have believed in Christ Jesus, in 

order to be justified  by faith in Christ and not by works of the law, because by works of the law 

no one will be justified…. 20 I have been crucified with Christ. It is no longer I who live, but Christ 

who lives in me. And the life I now live  in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved 

me and gave himself for me. 

Romans 10:14a 

How then will they call on him in whom they have not believed? And how are they to believe  in 

him of whom they have never heard ? (Comment: Paul is logically putting “hearing” before 

“believing”) 

Ephesians 1:3-5, 13-14  

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in Christ with every 

spiritual blessing in the heavenly places, 4 even as he chose us in him  before the foundation of 

the world, that we should be holy and blameless before him. In love 5 he predestined  us for 

adoption to himself as sons through Jesus Christ, according to the purpose of his will… 13 In him 

you also, when you heard  the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation, and believed  in 

him, were sealed with the promised Holy Spirit , 14 who is the guarantee of our inheritance 

 until we acquire possession of it, to the praise of his glory. 

Romans 8:11-17  
11 If the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you , he who raised Christ Jesus 

from the dead will also give life  to your mortal bodies through his Spirit who dwells in you. 12 ¶ 

So then, brothers, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh. 13 For if you live 

according to the flesh you will die, but if by the Spirit you put to death  the deeds of the body, 

you will live. 14 For all who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God. 15 For you did not receive 

the spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but you have received the Spirit of adoption  as sons, by 

whom we cry, "Abba! Father!" 16 The Spirit himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children 

of God, 17 and if children, then heirs -- heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, provided we 

suffer with him in order that we may also be glorified  with him. 

1 John 5:4  

For everyone who has been born of God  overcomes the world. And this is the victory that has 

overcome the world-- our faith . 
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
